The Home remained in Croydon for over 100 years until 1955, when, due to the need for bigger premises,
the Home was transferred to Harewood Court in Hove, East Sussdxsubsequently ceadeo be for
Annuitants only.This property has recently been refurbished internally and externally and comprises of
120 apartments with bedroom, lounge, a fully fitted kitchen and bathroom / w/c. These are available for
purchase on 125 year lease.

Prospective residents need not be
fully ambulatory on admission; they can go direct to
Nursing Care.

These are
for small groups only but will give an excellent opportunity for the brethren supporting the Festival to see
exactly how our money is being used and how it is benefitting Freemasons and their dependants.

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The Association of Friends of Ecclesholme

The Association of Friends Bicclesholme was formed in 1979 and consists of Representatives from
Wigan, Leigh, Warrington, Eccles, Widnes, Chorley and the South Eastern Group (West Lancashire) and
three Representatives from East Lancashire.

The Friends were formed to provide luxuriehich the RMBI was unable to give (furniture, televisions
etc.) and run outings. They also provide transport (minibus).

They run a Christmas Fair and a Summer Fair each year. Details about these are usually circulated within
the Province and made mentiorf at District Meetings so no doubt the Lodge District Representatives
will provide information to the brethren.

The RMBI and Finance

In 2005 / 2006 the cost of running the RMBI was over £26 million. Most of this expenditure was in
running the homesand a najor proportionwas recovered from contributions from residents or Local
Authorities. The RMBI has, annually, to cover the differenseme 4 to 5million pounds¢ most of
which is contributed by Freemasons through the Festival system and direct danhdtiegacies also play

an important part.

In 2007 / 08 Charity Income was £9.3 million (£4.4 million from Masonic Donations). For the same period
Charity Expenditure was £4.3 million (£2.3 million on Charitable Support, £0.9 million on Central Care,
£0.6 milion on Governance and £0.4 million on Fundraisidgius some £10,000 per day of Charity
